Non-Credit Skills Training

The College provides short-term non-credit skills training options designed to prepare students for
high-demand job opportunities. Students complete competency-based courses leading to short
term credentials and licensure required by industry.

Marine Service Technician

This non-credit program prepares individuals to apply technical knowledge and skills to repair
outboard and inboard engines; test, maintain, and repair steering devices and electrical systems;
repair metal, wood, and fiberglass hulls and vessel components; fabricate and maintain sails; and
repair and balance propellers and drive shafts.
